Types of membership

Institutional membership is open only to agricultural col-
leges and alumni organizations within the 1862, 1890
and 1994 land-grant institutions, plus institutions hold-
ing membership in APLU having agricultural, forestry and
natural resources programs. Dues are $500 per year for
institutions with one to three full-time professional staff,
$650 for staffs of four to six, $900 for staffs of seven to
nine, and $1,500 for staffs of 10 or more. One Dean and
three volunteers are included with each membership
level for no additional charge.

Organizational partnership membership is open to national
honorary, social and professional fraternities; other
educational institutions and national organizations or
agencies as approved by the Board of Directors. Dues
are $350 per year.

Corporate partnership membership is open to those busi-

nesses involved in agriculture and natural resources as
approved by the Board of Directors of NAADA. Dues are
$500, $1,000 and $2,500 per year.

Associate membership is open to those individuals who
are (a) retired professional staff in advancement, alumni
or student professional positions at NAADA institutions,
(b) volunteers who wish to remain on the NAADA mail-
ing list, (c) student participants from prior years who
wish to retain contact with NAADA, and (d) individual
friends of NAADA. Dues are $25 for associate members.
